Hot Marbles

materials:



2 clear plastic cups



5-6 marbles



1 measuring cup 



small cup with food coloring



eyedropper



marker



data recording sheet

1.  Use the measuring cup to get ROOM temperature water from the supply table. Pour room temperature water into one of the clear cups, about 3/4 full. Place on table and wait until water is completely still.

2.   Add a few drops of food coloring to the water. Observe the movement of the food coloring. Record results and draw a diagram with a marker. Empty cup completely.

4.  Place marbles at the bottom of an empty plastic cup. Use the measuring cup to get some HOT water from the supply table. Pour just enough hot water into the cup of marbles to completely cover them.

5.  Place the second cup inside the cup with the hot water and marbles. Use the measuring cup to get more ROOM temperature water. Pour the room temperature water into the cup, about 3/4 full. Wait until water is completely still. 

6.  Again drop a few drops of food coloring into the cup with ROOM temperature water. Observe the food coloring. Record the results and draw a diagram with the marker.
