5. Begin Site Survey- You will need to describe the site using the Getting to Know Your Forest.

6. You will need to identify the species and the number of each tree in your forest.

7. Mark each hardwood and softwood tree with the appropriate flagging tape.

a. Softwoods=Blue Flagging Tape
b. Hardwoods= Green Flagging Tape

Tomorrow

1. Determine volume- you need to go to the trees in your forest and determine the volume of each tree in that stand.  You will be responsible for surveying 1/10 of an acre to determine what an entire acre of forest would be composed of (this is called cruising).
2. You will need to use your Forestry Measurement 101 to better understand how to use the Biltmore stick to determine diameter breast height, height, and then volume.  
3. Once you have determined the volume of each tree, mark it with the corresponding flagging tape.  Put the appropriate ribbon and the total volume (Board feet) on the ribbon with a permanent marker.
a. Pulpwood=Yellow Flagging Tape
b. Chip-n-saw=White Flagging Tape
c. Sawtimber=Orange Flagging Tape
d. Veneer=Pink Flagging Tape
4. Determine profit- you will determine the profit of the forest by completing the conversions and calculations portion of Site Survey sheet.
5. Produce your Final Report.
